1893. Victor Horta drew the revolutionary
plans for the Tassel building. And Art Nouveau
was born. Swirls of cast iron, ironwork and glass
in sweeping curves and light. Architecture, gold-
work and silverware, cabinet-making, jewellery and
painting acquired a previously untapped potential
for movement and life. Brussels sparkled, brought
to life by this new spirit that went on to make a
strong impression on the whole of Europe.

Then make a date at the Horta Museum,
the home and studio of the pioneering architect:
this is where it all began.
